On an international level, Iglesias has actively worked to raise funds on behalf of children in Latin America, as well 

as for the victims of many natural disasters throughout South America.  

Iglesias has promoted and supported UNICEF for over a decade, traveling the globe extensively making personal 

appearances and doing benefit concerts - including the first -ever benefit for UNICEF in the former Soviet Union - 

on behalf of the world's underprivileged children.  

Michael Greene, President/CEO of the Recording Academy and Latin Recording Academy said: ñJulio Iglesias is the 
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preeminent ambassador for Latin music and culture throughout the wor ld. It is so very rare that a man of such 

talent, passion and commitment to his fans and culture comes along, and it is the Latin Academy's great pleasure 

to honor this international treasureò. 

Julio Iglesias is the second Personality Of The Year named by the Latin Academy of Recording Arts and Sciences, 

after the first tribute to Emilio Estefan, that coincided with the first edition of the Latin Grammy Award ® ceremony 

in 2000.  

The Latin Academy is a membership-based organization comprised of recording 

artists, musicians, producers and other creative and technical recording professionals 

who are dedicated to improving the quality of li fe and cultural conditions f or Latin 

music and its makers. Best known as GRAMMY Awards, the Recording Academy is 

also responsible for innovative programs that involve education, human services and 

cultural enrichment.  

Å On December 12th, the Independent Foundation  awards to the singer Julio Iglesias the Universal Spaniard  

award, a recognition for which the artist gave thanks du ring a press conference celebrated with the General 

Authors Society Of Spain (SGAE). This award is a distinction that has been promoted and organized by the 

Independent Foundation since 1996.

Å Julio Iglesias and Alejandro Fernandez receive the ALMA award (American Latin Media Award), on Saturday the 

1st of June, for the best interpretation in Spanish on a special television program ñLatin Billboardsò, broadcast on 
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Telemundo. The ALMA awards were created in 1995 by the National Council of La Raza (NCLR) to honor Latino 

performers for  their  outstanding artistic achievement, impact, and the enhancement of the image of Latinos in the 

United States.  

Å In recognition of his international career, on Sept. 12th, Julio Iglesias is 

named ñEmbajador del Cocido de Lal²nò, and he receives the gold insignia 

of this Ponte Vedrian city from the hands of its mayor, José Crespo, who 

as Grand Commander del Cocido, also dubs the singer with the symbolic 

long spoon. Julio also receives the cape which distinguishes the members 

of the ñEncomienda del Cocidoò, the gastronomical- cultural society which has as its purpose the promotion and 

diffusion of this traditional Galicia n dish, exquisitely delicious and famous as prepared in Lalin.

The distinction is delivered to him by the 

mayor, Jorge Kaplán, who emphasizes that the municipality offers him that distinction because Julio Iglesias 

initiated his international career in the Quinta Vergara theatre.  

Å Julio Iglesias is the ñpregoneroò (opening speechmaker) in this year's August Fair in Malaga. The singer says 

that he accepts with pride the request made some weeks before by the mayor of Malaga, Francisco de la Torre, 

that he open the 2004 edition of the Feria with the traditional inaugural speec h, known as the 'pregón'.  
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Å Julio Iglesias participates with other artists 

in the event ñMe Olv idé de Viv ir ò, a 

beneficial concert to benefit those suffering 

from Alzheimer's Disease. 

On Wednesday, September 22nd, Her 

Majesty Queen Sofía of Spain , 

accompanied by Her Royal Highness the 

Princess of Asturias , presides over the 

event in the Palace of Vistalegre. 

All funds collected will be destined for ñThe Alzheimer Project ò of the Queen Sofia Foundat ion . With the 

direct endorsement of the Queen and of the Foundation Cofares , the project foresees the creation of a complex 

located in the PAU of Vallecas, in Madrid, that will include a center during the day, a residence, installations for 

the investigation of the illness of Alzheimer's and a center for health ca re workers, family, and volunteers.  

Å Julio Iglesias performs concerts in France, after a 20 year absence, on the 11th and 12th of June in the theatre 

of the ñPalais de Congr¯sò in Paris, and on the 15th and 16th of September in the ñOlympiaò theatre in Paris, 

during the tour of the album ñDivorcioò. He also participates in many radio and television programs.
